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Women'’s leadership for sustainable peace:
lessons from a global businesswomen’s network
and Australian initiatives

It is such an honour to return to Jeju Island and the Forum for Peace and Prosperity after 10
years. My fascination with this beautiful island runs deep. Maybe because of my Hellenism I
was drawn to your Island of the Gods’. According to Greek mythology, Tyche, the Greek
Goddess of fate, fortune, and chance, was the embodiment of the whims of destiny, both the
positive side and the negative side. Tyche was responsible for the entire community, not just the
individual. Resembling Gamunjang-Agi, who according to Jeju Island's mythology, was the
goddess of fate and luck, who at an early age saw, within herself, the key to her own fate and to

use this in the plight of others.

Man-duk embodied these goddess-like qualities and as the first female CEO of Korea, owned
a commission agency for port trade, using her extensive government network and powerful
connections, to gain a monopoly on imported rice and salt, ultimately demonstrating compassion
in the form of philanthropy. Yet despite their obstacles, Tyche, Gamunjang-Agi, and the
legendary Kim Man-duk all recognized their self-worth and ability, allowing them to find a way

to achieve their full potential and think for the collective whole rather than for themselves.

Today, we face a series of interlinked crises in the world and the persistent blight of patriarchal
oppression continues. The systemic social and economic discrimination against women is that
which has denied women their rights and dignity for centuries. If we dared to reimagine what
a new model of global leadership could like. A new wave of feminist solidarity and justice to
create global solutions applied to some of the world’s most pressing challenges. Because women
innately think for the collective whole rather than for themselves and when this occurs peace is

possible and can have a more sustainable impact.
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UNSCR (United Nations Security Council Resolution) 1325 nests women as essential to
peace and security because they create ties across opposing factions and increase the inclusiveness,
transparency, and sustainability of peace processes. I believe that more than ever we need women
and men leading side by side and for this to be effective they need to be bold, able to face
prejudice and discrimination, be true to themselves, while demanding better from themselves

and those in their leadership.

So allow me to segue on reflections of lessons of experience and where I left off in 2013. As
it has transpired, I have stepped into four key roles with a common theme of women’s leadership:
to support empowerment, sustainability, and peace for a better, kinder, world. Looking to the

future and in consideration of generations to come. I will share lessons of experience based on

the Pillars of Peace:

1. Breaking the culture of gender inequality
2. Steady employment increases the chance for peace

3. Universal access to education is fundamental for peace

through the lens of:

Commonwealth Businesswomen’s Network

Our vision is to eliminate inequalities across the Commonwealth creating an inclusive
Commonwealth where every woman and girl has a voice, choice, and independence to create.
At the heart of what we do is harnessing the power and potential of women in business from
Commonwealth countries. We are breaking down gender barriers. We are change agents

committed to gender equality and systemic change.

Two of the key areas that set CBWN apart from other women’s organisations is our convening

power and the access which our accredited status provides us, to engage and influence
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policymakers through participation in Commonwealth Ministerial meetings. Over the last few
years before COVID, CBWN put more women in front of more government officials than any
other organisation including Ministers of Women’s Affairs, Trade, I'T, Law, Youth, Education,

Health and Heads of Government with representatives self-funding their participation.

CBWN is the only accredited organisation on women’s leadership and economic
empowerment to 56 Governments accounting for 20% of world trade and including a billion
women with 60% under the age of 30. Working with Governments, the private sector and
women in business to encourage, enable and embed women's economic empowerment across
the Commonwealth through delivering activities, initiatives, products and services focused on

trade, talent and training.

The Hellenic Initiative Australia

'The Hellenic Initiative (THI) is a global, non-profit, secular institution mobilizing the Greek
Diaspora and Philhellene community to support sustainable economic recovery and renewal for
Greece and its people. Supporting 11 NGOs across health, social services, education and
employment pathways. Its vision is a strong and sustainable Greece and will share some of the

success stories and impact.

TX Foundation

TX Foundation is a philanthropic organisation established for the sole purpose of providing
education opportunities for children, especially girls, in underprivileged and remote community
areas around the world. The full name of TX Foundation is Tzu-Xing and its direct translation
is kindness walking. TX Foundation is Kindness Walking for Education. Spearheading this
organisation, since 2016 the Foundation has completed 78 school projects in over 50 countries
supporting over 100 communities across Africa, Asia and Latin America and we expand our

footprint into Eastern Europe next month.

Under the auspices of The Hellenic Initiative Australia, Women in Philanthropia, is a
philanthropic movement in the making. A call to action born out of the need to recognise how
women (Hellenes and Philhellenes) can harness their passion and learn how to give back to

Greece. We call this inspired giving and I am privileged to be its Chair.

To our core, is our purpose that stems from philanthropia - (philia, friendship, love +
anthropos, human) and means “humanity, benevolence, kind-heartedness - the love of humanity.
A global philanthropic movement to reflect a new era of inspired giving and inspired leading.
For women, by women. Women in Philantrhopia is born from the need to keep the Hellenic

spirit of the diaspora alive for future generations offering support for a brighter, better Greece.

Coming back full circle, we all need heros like Tyche, Gamunjang-Agi, and Kim Man-duk.
They left their imprint through their values and virtues and show us what is possible, inspiring

us to take up the charge.

So you may be thinking how does women leadership influence sustainable peace? By seeking
to harness the power and potential of women and matching it with inspired giving and inspired
leading each feeding and propelling the other forward. At the core it is purposeful and intentional,
